ORNAMENTAL FENCE
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DESCRIPTION. This work shall consist of the construction of ornamental
fences and gates at the location(s) indicated in the Contract Documents
and as directed by the Engineer.

The work under this Section shall be performed in accordance with these
provisions, the Plans, and Section 525 of the Standard Specifications.

LOCATION. This work is specified for constructing an ornamental fence

and gate to replace the existing iron fence and gate along the frontage
of the American Legion building on Main Street.

MATERIALS.

() General. Materials for ornamental fence and gate shall meet the
requirements specified iIn the Contract Documents and as
recommended by the manufacturer.

(b) Ornamental Fence. Ornamental fence shall be made of steel and
have a powder coated black finish. The fence shall be located as
shown in the Plans. The fence shall stand approximately 1.2 m (4
feet) high, with no portion of the pickets extending above the
top rail.

(©) Concrete. Concrete for footings shall meet the requirements of
Section 501 for Concrete, High Performance Class B.
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CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS. Ornamental fencing and ornamental fence for
gate shall be installed to the configuration shown in the Plans, as
recommended by the manufacturer, and as directed by the Engineer.

ERECTION OF ORNAMENTAL FENCE AND GATE. |Installation of fence and gate
shall be in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT. The quantity of Special Provision (Ornamental
Fence, 4 Feet) to be measured for payment will be the number of meters
(linear feet) installed in the complete and accepted work. Measurement
will be along the top of the fence from outside to outside of end posts
for each continuous run of fence. Measurement will include fence at
bracing assemblies but not at gates.

The quantity of Special Provision (Gate for Ornamental Fence, 4 Feet)
to be measured for payment will be the number of meters (linear feet)
of clear distance between gate posts iIn the complete and accepted work.

BASIS OF PAYMENT. The accepted quantities of Special Provision
(Ornamental Fence, 4 Feet) and Special Provision (Gate for Ornamental
Fence, 4 Feet) will be paid for at the Contract unit price per meter
(linear foot). Payment will be fTull compensation for detailing,
furnishing, transporting, handling, assembling, and placing the
materials specified, including posts and concrete for bases; performing
drilling necessary for post placement; excavation and disposal of
excess material; and for furnishing all labor, tools, equipment, and
incidentals necessary to complete the work.
